The
community has become one of the world’'s most
important sites of Christian pilgrimage. Over 100,000
young people from around the world make
pilgrimages to Taizé each year for prayer, Bible study,
sharing, and communal work. Meditative singing is
one of the most essential elements of worship in Taizé.
Short songs, repeating again and again, give it a
meditative character.

In a webcast recorded on the Feast of St. John of the
Cross, James Finley explores the 16th centfury Spanish
mystic’s life and writings. John went through a
purifying process of the Dark Night of the Soul. His
description of this experience helps us navigate our
own fimes of darkness and unknowing, coming to a
profound knowing of God's presence in our lives.
Through reflections on John's texts, Ascent of Mount
Carmel, The Dark Night of the Soul and Spiritual
Canticle, James shares how our powerlessness in
prayer is gradually transformed into contemplative
infimacy with God. John believed that Infinite Love is
the architect of our hearts. We are made in such a
way that nothing less than an infinite union with
Infinite Love will do. The Dark Night deepens our
desire and openness to this love.
